Sustainable Public Finance (SPF)
instruments are critical to redirect fiscal
and financial flows towards nature-
positive and socially inclusive outcomes.

FAST supports partner countries in
designing, strengthening and
operationalizing SPF measures for
biodiversity protection.

Brazil is the most biodiverse country — but faces severe
biodiversity and climate challenges.

Land-use change is the main driver of biodiversity loss,
caused by deforestation, monocultures and intensive
agrochemicals use.

In response, Brazil launched the Ecological Transformation
Plan (ETP), aimed to reorient economic development.

* The ETP explicitly calls for fiscal, financial and
regulatory measures that enable an environmentally
friendly economic development.

FAST contributes by advancing SPF instruments, aligning
public and private financial flows with Brazil’s national
and international commitments for biodiversity
protection.
